Discuss the emergence of
musical genres and, as a group, identify a selection of
representative music, composers, and genres for each era
explored in the film. Create a detailed timeline illustrating the
historical and cultural contexts of the selected works and genres.

NOTE: This task may also be appropriate for history classes
or for an interdisciplinary unit. Both this inquiry task and the
performance task on P11 of the educator guide have been
developed utilizing the C3 Inquiry Arc as a guideline, following
the C3 companion document for anthropology studies.
